Competitors must
provide, with their entry, a copy of one freestyle test (at the level being entered) that was ridden on or before
closing date with the following minimum score: First/Second Level Freestyle 70%, Third/Fourth Level Freestyle
68%, FEI Freestyle 66%. In order to have each class eligible for prize money, a minimum of seven qualified
horse/rider pairs must enter the Freestyle classes (FEI and USEF). FEI division (I-2, Grand Prix and Young Rider
Freestyle which is equivalent to Prix St. Georges) competes for $7,000 in prize money, USEF division (First-Fourth,
includes Junior Rider Freestyles which are equivalent to Third) competes for $3,000 in prize money, to be awarded
40/30/20/10 (percentages). Show management/show committee reserves the right to limit any class in the event
of oversubscription of the class, based on level, qualifying score and entry date. In the event that fewer entries than
the minimum limit are received, show management/show committee reserves the right to adjust the prize money
in the class. In the event that there are fewer entries than places in any class, the prize money will revert back to
the sponsor, Houston Dressage Society. Prize money will be mailed out to the owner of the horse within thirty days
of the competition; it will not be paid at the show.



Riders placing First through Third in Extreme Freestyle Championship classes must be present, mounted and in full
riding attire for awards ceremonies. Failure, without prior permission of the competition manager, the Awards
Coordinator, and the HDS representative, to be present and properly attired will eliminate the placing and the next
highest score will move up in placing. In the case of inclement weather, unmounted ceremonies may be held.

HDS Dressage Seat Equitation Challenge: HDS is hosting the HDS Dressage Seat Equitation Challenge. To qualify,
a rider must have shown in a minimum of three equitation classes in their Division (Dressage Seat Equitation
Junior/Young Rider in the appropriate age bracket, or Dressage Seat Equitation Adult Amateur) at a minimum of
three HDS shows before September 10, 2010 and place Second in the class or higher to qualify for the HDS
Dressage Seat Equitation Challenge at the 2010 Great American/USDF Region 9 & SWDC Championships.
Competitors may have ridden any horse and/or different horses at each show to qualify - the qualification is a
rider qualification by placing. The competitor may ride a different horse in the HDS Dressage Seat Equitation
Challenge class at the 2010 Great American/USDF Region 9 & SWDC Championships than they did to qualify.
Please be mindful of the Great American/USDF rule states that a horse competing in those championship
classes may not be ridden by any other rider than the person with whom it qualified. The consecutive levels
requirement does not apply and the equitation class does not count as a class for purposes of maximum number of
rides that a horse can compete per day. Prizes and awards for winners of the HDS Dressage Seat Equitation
Challenge class at the 2010 Great American/USDF Region 9 & SWDC Championships will be announced at a later
date.

Anything Goes Quadrille Exhibition Class is being offered for a limited number of teams. Class will not be
judged. Class will be held on Friday, November 5, 2010 and/or Saturday, November 6, 2010 immediately following
Extreme Freestyle Classes. Teams must submit a video to the Houston Dressage Society c/o Kathy Jones. Selection
of teams for Anything Goes Quadrille Exhibition Class will be made by the show committee of the Houston
Dressage Society. Costumes are encouraged. Polo wraps are allowed.

Prizes and Awards
Great American Insurance Group/USDF Region 9 Championship

1. Championship classes. Prize money for Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded in each
Championship Class for all levels and divisions. Ribbons will be awarded for First through Eighth place for all
levels and divisions in accordance with USEF/USDF rules. Riders placing in Great American/USDF Regional
Championship classes must be present, mounted and in full riding attire for awards ceremonies (eight
places for all Championship classes). Failure, without prior permission of the competition manager, in
consultation with the Technical Delegate, the Awards Coordinator, and the USDF representative, to be
present and properly attired will eliminate the official score and placing and the next highest score will
move up in placing. In the case of inclement weather, unmounted ceremonies may be held. Prize money
for Great American/USDF Regional Championships will be paid directly by the USDF office to the recorded
horse owner within 30 days of the last day of each Championship. Prize money will be divided equally for each
class with 60% of amount per class to the Champion and 40% to the Reserve Champion. Each Great
American/USDF Regional Champion will received $293.00 and an embroidered jacket and cooler both provided
by Tuff Rider Inc., official horse clothing supplier of the USDF, and each Reserve Champion will receive $196.00
and a saddle pad provided by the Great American Insurance Group, title sponsor of the championships in all levels
and divisions (Open, AA and JR/YR) of the 2010 Championships.

2. United States Equestrian Federation, Inc. Dressage Seat Medal Semi-Final. The United States Equestrian
Federation, Inc. Dressage Seat Medal Semi-Final classes are class number DM13 and DM1418, and will be
ridden on Sunday, November 7, 2010. USEF will provide Champion and Reserve Champion awards for DSE
Medal Semi-Final classes and winners will be invited to the 2011 USEF Dressage Seat Medal Finals (date and
location TBD). Riders must meet the current USEDF definition of Junior, for purposes of competition in the
Dressage Division. In order to compete in a USEF Dressage Seat Medal Semi-Final class, he/she must have
qualified for the USEF/USDF Regional Championships on a horse that is both USDF Lifetime Registered and
USEF Annual or Lifetime recorded. Horses that are ridden in the DSM Semi-Final classes MUST have at least a
USDF HID number, but do not need to be USDF Lifetime Registered and USEF Annual or Lifetime recorded
(unless also competing in other classes at the USEF/USDF Regional Championships. In other words, riders in
DSM Semi-Finals classes may ride a different horse than the one on which they qualified for the USEF/USDF
Regional Championships. Protective headgear as described in USEF GR318 will be required for participation in
these classes.



Southwest Dressage Championships

Championship Classes. Prize money will be awarded for the first three places. The amount is determined by the
amount of surcharge fees collected from qualifying rides throughout the year and the number of entries in all the

Open, Amateur, and Junior/Young Rider Championships classes. It is allocated as follows: First/50%, Second/30%,
and Third/20%. Prize money will be dispersed within thirty days to the owner in the Open division, to the rider in

the Amateur division, and to the rider (or parent/legal guardian if the rider is not 18 years of age) for the
Junior/Young Rider division. Gold, Silver, and Bronze medals will be awarded for first, second and third places.
Ribbons will be awarded for first through sixth places. The Tommy Thompson SWDC Award will be given to the
rider/horse that has the highest score at the SWDC Championships. Riders placing in SWDC Championship
classes should wear their medals at all times during the show (except while riding). The top 3 riders are
required to return mounted and in full riding attire for the awards ceremonies in order to receive their

awards.

Awards Ceremonies

Championship classes will have awards in the main indoor arena at lunch and the end of the day. A
championship class will not be included in an awards ceremony unless the results for a class have been
posted for at least fifteen minutes. A tentative schedule for the Awards Ceremonies will be printed in the
“Show Program” and the official schedule will be posted in the show secretary’s office by noon on the day
prior to the start of the competition.

Houston Dressage Society Autumn Classic
Individual Classes. Trophies will be awarded for 1st place. Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 6th place.
Qualifying classes will not be pinned separately.

Champion Awards. A Champion and Reserve will be designated at the National Levels (Training through
Fourth), the FEI Levels (PSG, I1, 12 and GP) and Freestyles Levels (both National and FEI). The Champion and
Reserve Awards will be given in each division (Open, Amateur, Junior), with the exception of the Freestyles,
which will all only have an Open Division. The award will include scores through Saturday. Champion will
receive a sash and a trophy. Reserve will receive a sash. The award will be presented on Sunday.

a. National Levels (Training through Fourth Level) Champion/Reserve will be determined by the highest
single score by horse/rider combination at a particular level (Training through Fourth). FEI JR Team and
Individual Test are the equivalent of Third Level and will be considered in the National Level.

b. FEI Champion/Reserve will be determined by the highest single score from a PSG, 11, 12, GP, FEI YR Team
Test ride. FEI Young horse rides will not count for FEI championship/reserve.

c. National Level Freestyle Champion/Reserve will be determined by using the single highest score from the
USDF 1st-4th Freestyle. The FEI Junior Freestyle Test is the equivalent of Third Level and will be
considered in the National Level Freestyles.

d. FEI Freestyle Champion/Reserve will be determined by using the single highest score from the 11, GP, and
FEI YR Freestyle Test. Freestyles from 11, GP, FEI YR will be counted towards Freestyle championship, not
FEI championship. FEI Junior Freestyle will be counted

High Score Award. An overall high score award, without regard to division, will be presented for the single
highest score for a Training through 4th, PSG, 11, 12, or GP ride, for an HDS member riding in the HDS Autumn
Classic Open Show. Musical Freestyles will not be eligible.

HDS has applied to host the USDF/Dover Adult Amateur Medal class. Class will be class number 23-2,
Second Level Test 3 on Friday, November 5, 2010. USDF Dover Adult Amateur Medal rider eligibility: 1) Rider
must be a current USDF Group, participating, or Intercollegiate/interscholastic member as of the show date. 2)
Rider must be showing at Second Level. 3) Rider must be an Amateur in accordance with Article GR808 of the
USEF rules and be registered with USEF as an adult amateur as of the show date. 4) Rider must obtain a score
of at least 60% in designated class. For additional information, please refer to www.usdf.org



5. Houston Dressage Society Autumn Classic Adult Amateur High Point Award, donated by Olva Stewart
Pharo. The Houston Dressage Society Autumn Classic Adult Amateur High Point Award is open to ALL RIDERS
competing in the HDS Autumn Classic, whether they are HDS members or not. Criteria are that they are the
highest overall average of the open show and that they ride the same horse each day (i.e. Friday and Saturday)
in two levels. The award will be given to the Adult Amateur with the highest average in two levels ridden on
Friday and Saturday. First Level through Fourth Level must ride in al least 3 classes on the same horse. (EX: 2
on Friday & 1 on Saturday.) FEI must ride in 2 classes on the same horse: 1 on Friday and 1 on Saturday. The
winner will receive a commemorative plaque and a gift certificate from Charlotte's Saddlery (Houston or
Tomball, TX) for $75.00. The perpetual trophy will be engraved with the winner's name and date. The award
will be presented on Sunday.

6. Breed Awards. There will be special High Point Awards for the following breeds: Westfalen, Oldenburg,
Friesian, Hanoverian, KWPN (Dutch) and NADWA (Danish). Competitors must submit breed registry papers
no later than check-in at the show.

7. Hard Luck Award. The HDS President, Kathy Jones, will sponsor the Hard Luck Award. Competitors and
friends of competitors experiencing are encouraged to nominate the competitor that has the worst luck at the
show. The Hard Luck Award will be a $100 gift card to Academy.

THERE WILL BE NO SMOKING IN THE BARNS AND NEAR THE INDOOR WARM-UP ARENAS. DESIGNATED
SMOKING AREAS WILL BE PROVIDED.

Official Ride Times: Ride times will be E-mailed to the rider approximately one week prior to the shows. If rider
does not have E-mail, then hard copy will be mailed. All Change requests must be made by 3:00 PM the day prior
to the class.

Stabling: Stalls are permanent, at least 10 x 10’ with solid walls and doors. Two bags of shavings are provided
with each stall. Additional bags may be purchased - must use facility shavings per contract- no outside shavings
permitted. Electrical requirements must not exceed any more than 2.5 Amps per stall. Stall charts will be posted
and check-in will start at 1:00 PM on Wednesday, November 3, 2010. Early arrivals and late departures are only
available by arrangement with Show Secretary at $45/night/stall. Stalls must be vacated by 9:00 pm Sunday. Day
stalls may be occupied at 6:00 PM the night before rental and must be vacated by 9:00 PM the day of rental. No
ins/outs; once a horse is on the showgrounds, it must stay through the date of last class, unless it is a day stall
entry in the open show only. Anyone using (without having paid) an unassigned stall or takc stall, even for a short
duration, will be charged the one-day stall fee at the minimum. Stalls may not be shared.

Scores: It is the responsibility of the competitor to verify the accuracy of all scores. Scoring errors must be
reported to the Show Secretary within one hour of the official posting of the scores from the last class of the show
day during which the score was earned.

Arenas/Footing/Warm-Up: All tests and warm-up will be ridden in either indoor or outdoor arenas with
sand/clay footing. Lunging permitted in designated outdoor areas only. Arenas close at 9:00 pm. Schedule for
schooling will be posted at the show grounds. Competition arenas will be large arenas and are 20m X 60m. Non-
qualifying training level classes, Dressage Seat Equitation classes, Para-Equestrian TOC classes, and Para-
Equestrian Freestyles, with the exception of Level 4 Para-Equestrian Freestyles, may be ridden in a small arena,
20m x 40m. The arenas will be open for schooling beginning on the Wednesay prior to the show until 9:30 PM
and during the show after each of the evening awards ceremonies until 9:30 PM, except for Ring 1 in the main
arena.

Freestyles/Music: The minimum score required to enter a freestyle class at any level for a horse/rider
combination has been increased to 60 percent. Competitors must submit a copy of a test at the highest level
showing that the required 60% was met by the horse/rider combination in order to enter Freestyle at that level.
Music for all freestyles on CD or cassette must be given to show announcer at least four hours before class.
Competitors are responsible for picking up their music before the end of the show.




Veterinarian: The veterinarian, Katy Equine Clinic, will be on site for each show day and on call during non-show
hours. Phone numbers and information will be posted at the show grounds and in the show secretary’s office.

Farrier: The farrier, Chris Guillory, will be on site each show day. Phone numbers and information will be posted
at the show grounds and in the show secretary’s office.

EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE
CURRENT USEF RULE BOOK WILL BE CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH.

Dogs: Well-mannered dogs on leashes no longer than six feet are welcome. Owners of aggressive dogs shall be
asked to remove them from the show grounds.

Sharps Containers: Competition management shall place a minimum of one sharps container per each
competition, whether or not stabling is provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per fifty occupied
stalls for the disposal of needles and other disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations in barns housing
competition horses. It is competition management’s responsibility to replace such containers when full and
dispose of them properly. Competition management may fine any individuals including trainers, owners,
exhibitors, or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal of needles or other sharp disposable
instruments. If local law has different requirements, local law will prevail.

Motorized Vehicle Statement: In accordance with GR1301.7: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license
which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to
operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm
utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary
license may operate the above-described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult
with a valid driver’s license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s)
and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of
the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the
competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6.
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.




Note: Due to the fact that this is a Level 4 competition and USEF rules state that a show photographer is
required and that a videographer is recommended, Kelly McChesney Photography and Equine Productions will
be on site to meet the photographic and videographic needs of the competitors. Only family members will be
allowed to photograph and video riders for their personal use. Any competitor requesting photographs or
videos from anyone other than a family member must first obtain written permission from Kelly McChesney
and/or Robin Gaines at Equine Productions. Copies of written permissions must be turned into the show office.
Any photographer or videographer violating this request will be asked to leave the show grounds.

ATTENTION COMPETITORS
Each competitor is responsible for supplying management with
correct association numbers (USDF, United States Equestrian
Federation) for horse, owner, rider and trainer, before the day(s)
of the competition.

The scores of competitors who fail to supply correct numbers
may not be counted toward national awards.

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at
Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting
Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver,
owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions,
Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon
payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are
exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2)exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4)
classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes
limited to horses used regularly in alesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de
deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes,
9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good
standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11)
assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
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
