Two options to enter: 
1.) Online entry- credit cards are only method of payment.   A 4% online convenience fee will be added to your total fees.  
www.showsecretary.com 
2.) Mailed entry- only checks or money orders in US Funds only are accepted.  Please make a single check/money order 
payable to ODS. For security, NO CREDIT CARDS accepted for mailed entries.   Show entry must be postmarked by the closing 
date.   Mail to: ODS c/o Susan Peacock 837 Glenlake Dr, Edmond OK 73013 PLEASE SEND ENTRIES WITHOUT A SIGNATURE 
NEEDED.  ENTRIES SENT WITH SIGNATURE REQUIRED WILL INCUR A $30 POST OFFICE VISIT FEE. 

E-mailed entries will NOT be accepted.   
 

Entry is not complete until payment is received.  Checks will be deposited upon receipt. No post-dated checks accepted.  
Dishonored checks or declined credit cards will require complete repayment prior to the show plus a service charge of $35.   All 
outstanding fees must be paid before show packets are issued.  No bridle number will be issued without full payment and 
completed entry, including signatures and emergency contact information.   
   
Complete entries MUST include USEF and USDF member numbers and signatures of owner/rider/trainer/coach or non-
member fee(s) where applicable; USDF and USEF horse Registration/Recording number(s) (where applicable); and a copy of a 
negative Coggins taken within 12 months of the show dates showing the same horse name as on the entry (GR906.4)   A 
parent or guardian signing on behalf of a junior exhibitor must be a USEF member.  Freestyle classes must include copy of 
qualifying test with entry.  USEF Waiver and Release of Liability (page 24) will be collected upon arrival. 

Entries with items missing at closing date are subject to an incomplete fee. 

 
 

Entries are accepted on a first-come, first-served basis based on postmark or online entry date and entries may be limited. 
Those entries postmarked after closing will be accepted at the discretion of the show secretary, based on a space available 
basis, and charged a $30 late fee per show. If the classes are oversubscribed, a Waiting List (in the order of receipt) will be 
maintained. Management reserves the right to refuse any entry.  Entries may close early if time limits for judge are filled. 
Remaining entries will be placed on a wait list.  Late entries, if accepted, must be complete and submitted by 11 a.m. the day 
before start of class.  Late Entries will not be included in the program.  
 

Great American/USDF Qualifying Classes Indicate the class entered is to count for qualifying by placing a Q after the class 
number on your entry. Qualifying does not require a separate ride. An exhibitor riding in the Open, AA, Young Rider, or Junior 
classes must pay an additional $20 USDF qualifying fee to have this score entered in the GAIG/USDF qualifying division at that 
level.  RIDERS must have an active USEF Membership and a USDF Participating Membership.   OWNERS must have a USDF 
Participating or Business Membership and a USEF membership (Junior Active, Senior Active, Life, or Recorded Farm (with 
Active Farm Owner)). If the horse has more than one owner, at least one owner must have both active USEF membership and 
active USDF Participating or Business Membership. For a business or farm to be the valid owner under this requirement, it 
must be listed as an owner of the horse with both USEF and USDF.  USEF rules effective December 1, 2024 no longer require a 
farm/business to hold an active (annual or lifetime) farm recording in order to meet the eligibility requirements of a horse 
owner at a USEF competition.  Instead, at least one individual owner of the farm must be a senior active competing 
member.  The farm must still be registered with USEF in that it must have an ID number (and the owners will need to be up to 
date) but they do not need the annual or lifetime farm recording.  HORSES must be Annual or Lifetime Recorded with USEF 
and USDF Lifetime Registered, an HID is not sufficient.  
 

Noncompeting Horses are welcome on a space-available basis. Owner must fill out an entry form with all release signatures, 
send a current Coggins, and pay noncompete fee per show, office fee per show, and a stall fee or grounds fee, but no USEF 
drug fees.  Noncompete horses are still subject to and must comply with the Drugs and Medication rules and are subject to 
drug testing.  Noncompeting horses must wear current issued bridle number when out of the stall.  Noncompeting horses may 
only school in competition and warmup arenas after show hours. 
 

Conditions of entry Every horse entered for competition will be under the control of the Horse Show Management, but the 
Horse Show Management will, in no case, be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur, and it shall be a condition of 
entry that each exhibitor shall hold the Horse Show Management, Facility and its Directors harmless for any loss or accident to 
his horse, horses or equipment which may occur from sickness, fire or otherwise.

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HORSE/RIDER MEMBERSHIPS and SAFE SPORT 
 

A TRAINER, as listed on the entry form, is defined as any adult (18 & older) who has responsibility for the care, custody or 
performance of the horse while the horse is on the competition grounds. This adult must sign the entry form as trainer.  If 
the rider is considered the trainer, the rider must sign as the trainer.  A parent or guardian signing on behalf of a junior 
exhibitor must be a USEF member.  A COACH, as listed on the entry form, is defined as an adult (18 & older) who gets 
paid for instructing, teaching, schooling or advising a rider with their horse on the competition grounds. This adult must 
sign the entry form as coach.  If there is no coach, the signature for coach may be left blank.   
 
USEF/USDF Horse ID Requirement Effective 12/1/2023 All horses entered in USEF/USDF recognized shows must at least 
have a USEF HID (Horse Identification) and a USDF HID (Horse Identification) number in order to participate.  If riding in 
qualifying classes, you must have a USDF Lifetime Registration in addition to a USEF Annual or Lifetime Recording. These 
horse identification numbers may be obtained from USEF and USDF.  Exempt from this requirement are horses showing 
only in Introductory Level, Pas de Deux, Quadrille, Opportunity Classes, Leadline, and Exhibitions.  
 

Membership/Non-Member/Proof of Membership fees 
USEF NEW RULES EFFECTIVE 12/1/2022 - All participants (rider, owner, trainer, agent, lessee, or coach) must 
PROVIDE to the competition secretary a current USEF membership number. In the event a rider or owner does 
not have his/her membership number, he/she must pay a $45 USEF show pass fee. Riders and owners are only 
eligible for one Show Pass per competition year. (Saturday and Sunday are separate shows, and therefore a 
rider and/or owner cannot use a show pass for both days). Show Pass purchases can only be made online 
through USEF by the rider or owner.  Trainers and coaches, including parents signing an entry blank or acting as 
a trainer or coach, must be an Active USEF member and are NOT eligible to participate under a Show Pass.  
USDF All Riders and Owners must present a current USDF Participating, Group, or Business (owners only) membership 
number or pay a $55 USDF non-membership fee per show.  Those who cannot provide proof of their USDF membership 
may fill out an affidavit form and must pay the $5 fee. The affidavit may also be used to verify horse registration and/or 
horse ownership.  The USDF Affidavit Form may be found on www.USDF.org.  Exempt from this requirement are 
individuals competing only in Introductory Level, Pas de Deux, Quadrille, Opportunity Classes, Leadline, and Exhibitions. 
 

Non-U.S. Citizens and Foreign Competitors are required to join USEF as Competing Members.  Those individuals 18 years 
of age and older must take SafeSport Training to be eligible to participate in USEF national competitions.  For those 
participating in FEI events only, this requirement does not apply.  As of December 1, 2023, EC Sport License Holders 
Participating in USEF- National Competitions will now be required to join USEF as Competing Members at no cost. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

USEF SAFESPORT TRAINING REQUIREMENTS TO COMPETE  Effective January 1, 
2019, every USEF adult member (18 & older) with an active senior competing 
membership must ŎƻƳǇƭŜǘŜ ¦{9CΩǎ {ŀŦŜ {ǇƻǊǘ ¢ǊŀƛƴƛƴƎΣ ƻǾŜǊǎŜŜƴ ōȅ ǘƘŜ ¦Φ{Φ /ŜƴǘŜǊ 
for SafeSport.  An adult member may be OWNER, RIDER, TRAINER and/or COACH. 
Adult members listed on the entry must complete the entire course and be Safe 
Sport Trained before the first day of competition. Safe Sport Training must be 
completed by all adult members on the entry or the rider will not be allowed to 
compete. You may access the Safe Sport modules from your USEF member 
dashboard at www.USEF.org.

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DIVISIONS and HORS de CONCOURS 
 
Class Division Explanations Individuals are eligible as Jr/YR (Junior/Young Rider) until the end of the calendar year in 
which they reach the age of 21. Individuals are eligible as Jr (Juniors) from the beginning of the calendar year in which 
they read the age of 14 until the end of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 18 for the FEI Junior Tests. 
Individuals are eligible as YR (Young Riders) from the beginning of the calendar year in which they read the age of 16 
until the end of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 21 for the FEI Young Rider Tests. Individuals are 
eligible as Children from the beginning of the calendar year in which they read the age of 12 until the end of the 
calendar year in which they reach the age of 14 for the FEI Children Tests. Individuals are eligible as Pony Riders from 
the beginning of the calendar year in which they read the age of 12 until the end of the calendar year in which they 
reach the age of 16 for the FEI Pony Tests. Individuals are eligible to compete as AA (Adult Amateur) from the beginning 
of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 22 and must hold current USEF Amateur card.  Open Classes - A class 
that is open to all. There are no restrictions based on the horse (age, sex, size, residence or membership of owner) or rider 
(age, experience, qualifications, sex, residence, etc.)   
 

Riders Under the Age of 14 DR202.13No rider under the age fourteen is permitted to ride a three-year-old colt, or 
stallion of any age, in any under saddle class including Dressage Sport Horse Prospect Under Saddle, Materiale, and 
Suitability classes.  
 
Hors de Concours DR119.5 Only with the permission of competition management may a horse/rider combination enter a 
class Hors de Concours. Such entries must pay the full entry fee but scores for these entries will not be published or 
recorded, nor shall they count towards any prizes, placings or year-end awards. Said permission must be granted prior to 
the start of the class(es) involved. Hors de Concours entries must follow all Federation General and Dressage Division 
rules that apply to other entries in the same class, except as described below. Having competed Hors de Concours at a 
competition, a horse is no longer eligible for further prizes, awards or placings at that competition except in situations of 
emergency substitutions of judges. Hors de Concours entries are not permitted in Federation/USDF Championship 
classes.  
 

REFUNDS, SCRATCHES, and HAZARDOUS WEATHER POLICIES 
 

Refund Policy Cancellations accepted only in writing by mail or e-mail. Cancellations prior to or on the closing date will 
be refunded less office fee and online convenience fee.    No refunds will be issued after closing date (even if closing 
date is extended) for any reason, including in the event of cancellation of classes due to severe weather or other 
emergency (GR901.11) except for fees collected on behalf of USEF (drug fees) and USDF (qualifying fees) provided all 
outstanding fees are paid in full; else it will be applied to those fees.  Refundable fees will be mailed within one month 
after the end of the competition for entries that were cancelled.  Credit card refunds will be charged a 4% convenience 
fee.    

 
Once you are at the show, please notify the show office if you are scratching a class. 

 

Scratches During Show  Competitors have the responsibility to inform the Show Secretary in the Show Office 
of their intent to scratch a ride prior to the scheduled ride time. Scratches will be accepted at the competition 
arena or with the Ring Steward but the competitor or representative must contact the show office to officially 
scratch their ride.  Scratched rides are not refundable. 

Hazardous Weather/Act of God/Accident Policy Management reserves the right to cancel any classes due to 
hazardous weather, Acts of God, accident, or emergency. Every effort will be made to reschedule with priority 
given to Great American\USDF qualifying classes being offered. No refund for cancellations due to hazardous 
weather, Acts of God, accidents, or emergencies. GR305.4 
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CLASS LIMITATIONS, OPPORTUNITY CLASSES, and EQUITATION 
Consecutive Levels Horses may enter no more than two consecutive levels, Freestyle levels included, at any one 
competition.  Refer to DR119.2 for levels chart. 
 

Classes per Day Horses are limited to a maximum of three Dressage rides per day at Fourth Level and below or two 
Dressage rides per day above Fourth Level. Horses competing at both Fourth Level and Prix St. Georges, or their 
equivalents, are limited to two Dressage rides per day. Dressage Seat Equitation, Quadrille, Pas de Deux and Materiale 
classes are excluded from the maximum limit of rides per day and horses in these classes may compete at any level for 
which they are otherwise eligible during the same competition. 
 

Opportunity Classes Opportunity classes are intended for entry level riders. Horses and riders entered only in

Horses entered only in these classes are still subject to 
and must comply with the Drugs and Medication rules and are subject to drug testing. Riders and/or horses entered in 
άƻǇǇƻǊǘǳƴƛǘȅέ ŎƭŀǎǎŜǎ may not cross-enter in other recognized classes at the show.  Participants must abide by all USEF 
regulations pertaining to attire, tack, and equipment for the recognized show.  DR120.1.2 Riders in Opportunity classes in 
Level 2 and Level 3 competitions are not required to wear a riding jacket or coat. Boots (DR120.1.6 ) and protective 
headgear (DR120.1.1) are required.  See USEF rule GR821 for additional information on opportunity classes. 
 

Introductory classes are exempt from USEF, USDF membership, non-member fees, and horse registration.   The USEF fee of 
$23 must be paid ($15 drug/$8 administration.)  If competitors wish to also enter training level classes in addition to 
Introductory classes, membership and horse registration is required or non-member fees are due unless only OPPORTUNITY 
classes are chosen. 
 

Dressage Seat Medal Program The USEF/USDF Dressage Seat Medal Program, for riders ages 18 and under, celebrates 
excellence in equitation and strives to develop a solid foundation for future success in the dressage arena. Riders wishing 
to qualify for the USEF Dressage Seat Medal Finals must compete in the USDF Dressage Seat Medal Semi-Finals held at 
the Great American Insurance Group/USDF Regional Championships. To qualify for the USDF Dressage Seat Medal Semi-
Finals, a competitor must earn a qualifying score of 70% or above in any eligible Dressage Seat Equitation class (except 
walk/trot) held at a USEF-licensed/USDF-recognized dressage competition during the qualifying period or by qualifying 
for the Great American Insurance Group/USDF Regional Championships. The top two placing riders in the Semi-Finals are 
automatically invited to the Finals. More information can be found here.   
USDF Regional Adult Amateur Equitation Program Rider must be an Adult Amateur (age 22 and up) and have a USDF 
participating membership at the time the qualifying score is earned.   Horse must have a USDF Lifetime Horse 
Registration when the qualifying score is earned.  To be eligible for the USDF Adult Amateur Equitation Regional Final 
class, rider must have earned a score of 70% or higher in any dressage seat equitation class within the qualifying period or 
qualify to compete in any regional dressage championship class (excluding freestyles.)  More information can be found 
here.

Competitors may use their own numbers for schooling (and competition) but they can't skip check-in just because they don't 
need to pick up a number.  Failure to check in at the show office prior to schooling will result in the issuance of a Warning Card. 
Anyone mounting, getting on, riding, or trying a horse at the facility during the weekend (including warmup days) must 
have a signed Federation Entry Agreement on file with the show secretary and wear a helmet.

A pony measurement is required for any horse under 8 years old 
which does not have a permanent pony measurement card or a current annual measurement.  Owners must notify 
show secretary of any ponies needing a measurement for an appointment to be scheduled with the veterinarian.  The 
fee charged by the veterinarian will be prorated among pony owners. This fee will only be the actual charge by the 
veterinarian and will not exceed $100 per pony.  Measurement fee will be paid directly to the veterinarian at the time 
of measurement.  Do not prepay.  Pony measurement will take place on Friday at 6:30 p.m.   If another time is required, 
arrangements must be made with management, TD, and veterinarian.  A reminder of time and place for measurement 
will be posted outside the show office at 1 p.m. on Friday. Owners must be USEF membership at the time of 
measurement.  Ponies must have a USEF recording or HID #.   Pony must be presented in a halter.

US EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION rules are in force from the moment show management allows 

access to the show grounds. This includes conduct, correct saddlery and equipment, and attire. 
 

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT DR901.9 Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to 
participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above and 
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and 
Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent at Regular 
Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving 
Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the 
Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk 
trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) 
USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse 
Breeding classes.

Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the judges or officials, on the part of the owner, 
manager, rider, or groom shall disqualify the horse, and the owner shall forfeit his entry fee and other fees. 
 

Show management reserves to itself the power to prohibit any person from attending or showing a horse in the ring and 
to remove any groom or horse from the show without being liable for compensation. 
 

No person will be allowed in the show ring during the time of judging except the exhibitor and those having official or 
requested duties to perform. 
 

It is the tradition of the show that riders be correctly attired for the class in question, that attendants be neatly dressed 
and the horses properly presented. Management may in its discretion bar any person from entering the ring if not 
suitable presented to appear before an audience. 
 

Show Management reserves the right to interpret all questions and conditions regarding or arising out of any incident in 
the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind. All questions not covered in these rules and regulations 
shall be decided by the horse show management; their decision will be final.
